1 - Safety and Security Concerns

The perceived or actual danger encountered whilst cycling or walking and the security relating to storage of associated equipment. 

2 - Inadequate Information

Lack of information and communication regarding walking and cycling routes and the location of facilities. Ineffectiveness of promotional campaigns. 

3 - Inadequate Urban Environment and Design

Challenging topography, climate and appearance of the urban area. 

4 - Lack of Infrastructure and Support

Insufficient provision and maintenance of cycle lanes, walking paths, cycle parking and inter-changes with other transport modes.

5 - Poor Public Perception and Lack of Awareness

Walking and cycling not considered a viable transport mode as habits, lack of public interest and cultural barriers not successfully challenged. 

6 - Accessibility and Health Issues

Absent walking and cycling facilities make modes inaccessible whilst insufficient fitness or mobility excludes some of the public.  

7 - Lack of Public Sector Support

Cycling and walking initiatives and city wide coordination not successfully implemented due to low priority from politicians. 

8 - Lack of Private Sector Support

Organisations lack awareness of benefits of Mobility Plans (Travel Plans) and so resources are not made available: Inadequate facilities for staff.

9 - Congestion and Air Pollution

Air pollution makes journeys uncomfortable and unhealthy for pedestrians and cyclists. 

Reduced accessibility for businesses due to congestion. 

10 - Lack of Education and Training

Low level of cycling proficiency, cycle maintenance and road safety skills.
